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INTRODUCTION

COURSE DESCRIPTION
This AUDIO EDUCATION instruction explains how to operate the |BM Card Punch.
It introduces the student to the basic terminology of data processing at the card
punch level, discusses the card and how information is coded in the form of punched
holes, identifies the machine parts, and explains the program card. The last section
of the instruction takes up two special features of the Type 29 Card Punch: two-
level programming and automatic insertion of left zeros by the machine.
COURSE OBJECTIVES
At the conclusion of this instruction, the student will know:

® How to operate the card punch as a qualified trainee

® Card handling

® How to plan and prepare a program card

MATERIALS REQUIRED

1. AUDIO EDUCATION two-track magnetic tape, recorded on both fracks
at a speed of 3-3/4 inches per second. The CARD PUNCH tape is enclosed,

2.  An IBM card punch
3. A tape recorder, on a stand or table next to the card punch
4.  This AUDIO EDUCATION textbook
5.  Blank IBM cards (5081's or other general purpose card)
6.  Scratch paper and pencil
TIME REQUIRED
Tape listening time is two hours and 45 minutes,

In addition, the student will require at least 35 hours of punching practice to
qualify as a trainee card punch operator.

1. Please read the list of MATERIAL REQUIRED, on page 3, if you have not
already done so.

2, If possible, put the student in a location where the tape recorder will not
disturb other operators and where the student will not be distracted by
machine noise and other activity.  Some portions of the tape may have
to be played more than once, to allow the student to review and under-
stand the material. An inexpensive headset may prove helpful.

3. This course was designed to allow the student to work independently.
At two or three points, he may have to call on you for assistance. As a
general rule, however, he should not need help during the training period,
unless unusual difficulties arise.

1 in column 78 (to prevent an X skip on the Type 24)
Columns 79 and 80 blank

® Star wheels down
® Approximately 200 blank 5081 cards on the machine

5. Please set up the tape recorder as follows:

Machine turned on

"CARD PUNCH" tape threaded from the left reel to the right reel
Tape speed control set at 3-3/4

Tape index meter turned back to zeros

6. Be sure the student knows how to adjust the volume, rewind the tape,
use the "Stop" key and the "Play" key, etc.

7. Try to put the student in a calm, confident frame of mind, so that he or
she will be able to learn.

(after you have fanned, flexed, and joggled).

4. Turn the automatic feed switch on.

® Field length is defined by the 12 punch.

® A 12 punch says: this column is part of a continuous
field.

® The code in the first column of a numeric field
indicates the size of that field.

® The machine reads the punched code and sets up
the field length.

POINTS OF DIFFERENCE ON THE TYPE 29

The main-line switch is underneath the reading board (or desk).
No warmup period when the machine is turned on.

A full stacker stops automatic feeding from the card hopper.

The 11-X key is not a skip key. Only the plain skip key skips.
The extended keyboard includes the special symbols.

The clear switch is used to clear the card beds.

Two-level programming is a standard feature. This includes:

... 12 star wheels
... Program select switch, effective on the next card
... Program 1-Program 2 keys, effective immediately.

® Automatic left zeros can be called for on the program card.
Left zeros, together with significant information, are punched
with the left zero key.

® Error reset key

... Unlocks a locked keyboard
... In the event of an error, erases what has been keyed
into storage, when the left zero feature is used
